The HMM-2015 Symposium brought together more than 100 researchers in hysteresis and micromagnetics from Austria, Bulgaria, Czech Republic, France, Germany, Greece, Hungary, Italy, Japan, Netherland, Poland, Romania, Russia, Serbia, South Korea, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, Ukraine, United Kingdom, and the United States of America. Participants shared and discussed new developments of analytical, numerical and experimental techniques along with a variety of their applications in various areas, including material sciences, electrical and electronics engineering, mechanical engineering and robotics, biological and health sciences.
