A proposal for the development of the candidate's university career both from a didactic point of view, in the case of teaching positions, as well as from the point of view of scientific research activities; the proposal will be drafted by the candidate, will contain a maximum of 10 pages and will be one of the main criteria for separating the candidates;

3. Curriculum vitae** of the candidate, in printed and electronic format, which must include:

a) Information on the studies carried out and the diplomas obtained;
b) Information on professional experience and relevant jobs;
c) Information on the research and development projects that he has led as project manager and the grants obtained, where such projects or grants exist, indicating for each the funding source, the volume of funding and the main resulting publications and patents;

d) Information on prizes or other elements of recognition of the candidate's scientific contributions;
4. The list of the candidate's papers in printed and electronic format, which will be structured as follows:

The list of the maximum 10 works considered by the candidate to be the most relevant for his own professional achievements, which are included in electronic format in the file and which can be found in the other categories of works provided by art.15 of Decision no. 457/2011, as amended;

7. The verification sheet ** regarding the fulfillment of the university standards for the presentation at the competition, whose standard format is provided by the own methodology. The template of the verification sheet will comply with the model in the national standard for the scientific field of the position.

9. The abstract, in Romanian and in a language of international circulation, of the doctoral thesis, on a maximum of one page for each language;
10. Statement on the own responsibility of the candidate indicating the incompatibility situations provided by Law no. 1/2011 where he would be in case of winning the contest, or the lack of these incompatibility situations;

11. Copies of other diplomas attesting the candidate's studies.

a) Candidates for the positions of assistant professor must submit a copy of the certificate of graduation of psycho-pedagogical studies.

b) Candidates for the positions of university lecturer / head of works may submit a copy of the certificate of graduation of psycho-pedagogical studies.
